Biarritz Airport (BIQ): This airport is located in France, but is also a convenient alternative for travellers

to San Sebastian.

How to get from the airport to the city centre by bus

There is a cheap bus service from San Sebastian Airport (EAS) to the city centre. The journey costs

around €4 and takes around 35 minutes in normal traffic.

2 The bus company Pesa offers direct connections from Bilbao Airport (BIO) to the centre of San
Sebastian. The buses run every hour from 07:45 to 23:45. In the direction of the airport, the buses run

from 05:00 to 21:00. A ticket costs between €10 and €14.

A Flixbus runs from Biarritz Airport (BIQ) to the bus station in San Sebastian. The journey costs around

€8-10 and takes around 1 hour and 15 minutes in normal traffic.

Expenses and meals

You pay your own travel and accommodation costs.

In consultation with our partner, we can offer you a reduced rate for accommodation if you stay at the
Hotel Arrizul Catedral (Urbieta Kalea, 51, 20006 Donostia) or the Hotel Arrizul Beach (Pefna y Goni Kalea,
1, 20002 Donostia - the hotel is directly opposite the congress hall). An overnight stay in this rate costs
89 €/night. This offeris only valid as long as rooms are available. If you are interested, please contact
the project management of the Forum to receive the booking discount code:
